BYLAWS

FOR GAMMA BETA CHAPTER

OF KAPPA DELTA SORORITY

Revised, December 26, 2016
Article I. - Name and Residence

Section A.
The name of this organization shall be Gamma Beta chapter of Kappa Delta Sorority, Inc.; so named on April 4, 2009 at University of North Texas.

Section B.
The official residence shall be 990 West Highland Street, Denton, Texas 76203. The official mailing address shall be 1155 Union Circle #306144, Denton, Texas 76203
Article II. - Purpose and Object

The object of Gamma Bets chapter is to further the purposes and objects of the national Kappa Delta Sorority, Inc.

Article III. - Membership

Section A.
Any female matriculate of University of North Texas shall be eligible for pledging Gamma Beta chapter of Kappa Delta Sorority if she meets Panhellenic, chapter and national Kappa Delta requirements. A potential new member who is pledging after high school must have a cumulative 3.00 high school GPA. A potential new member who is pledging after at least one term completed at the university level must have a 2.75 cumulative college GPA. If the potential new member is a transfer student, Gamma Beta chapter must check with the college or university from which she is transferring to determine her eligibility.

Section B.
The membership recruitment procedures of Gamma Beta chapter are in accordance with the University of North Texas Panhellenic Council and the National Panhellenic Conference.

Section C.
The reasons to cast a negative vote shall be the same as those listed in the most current edition of the Chapter Officers’ Handbook and/or Vice President-Membership Manual of Kappa Delta Sorority.

Section D.
During the formal recruitment period, Gamma Beta chapter will follow the Spreadsheet Membership Selection System. NOTE: The chapter services coordinator (CSC) will delete the paragraph below describing the type of MSS the chapter does NOT utilize. 

Discussion MSS:  During the formal recruitment period, a 90% vote of members present and in good standing is required to release a potential new member from the party invitation list prior to the final preferential membership selection session.  Permission must be received from the collegiate membership director (CMD) to release a legacy at any time during recruitment.


Spreadsheet MSS:  During the formal recruitment period, an invitation list equal to the number of invitations allowed by the Release Figure Method (RFM) of top scoring potential new members shall be submitted for any invitational round. RFM chapters must invite the RFM-required amount of potential new members. Chapters must have the permission of the collegiate membership director (CMD) to deviate from what the RFM requires. Permission must be received from the CMD to release a legacy at any time during recruitment.

Section E.
During formal recruitment, bids are distributed by officers designated by the college Panhellenic. During informal /COB recruitment, bids are delivered by the VP-membership or her designee. 

Section F.
The new-member education program of the chapter shall be organized and conducted by the vice president-member education (VP-ME) according to the Chapter Officers’ Handbook and the Vice President-Member Education Manual.  Other materials to be used in the new member program shall be determined by national Kappa Delta. New-member stages shall be held each week, at a time and location agreed upon by the VP-ME, the new members and the chapter advisory board (CAB). 
Section G.
The requirements for initiation shall be those determined by national Kappa Delta and found in the most current Chapter Officers’ Handbook.   
Section H.
The requirement for academic good standing for initiated members of Gamma Bets chapter is a 2.35 per term.
Section I.
A transfer member is a Kappa Delta who has changed her chapter affiliation from one in which she was initiated to a chapter on another campus. In order to become a fully accredited chapter member, a Kappa Delta transferring to Gamma Beta chapter must meet those conditions outlined in the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook and the following:  

1. Be invited to and attend at least two chapter events
2. Receive a 75% affirmative vote of the members present and in good standing
3. The affiliation vote will occur within two weeks of all affiliation conditions being met
Section J.
The National Bylaws of Kappa Delta Sorority recognize only one type of chapter membership, that of a fully participating member.  However, in certain emergency cases where a chapter member, through no fault of her own, finds it impossible to be a fully participating member for a limited time, special provisions named Emergency Financial Member Status and Inactive Member Status exist. Refer to the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook for all details pertaining to these two special statuses.
Section K.
Refer to the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook for details pertaining to this status Fifth-Year Status Members.

Article IV. - Finances

Section A.
Chapter dues and assessments shall be determined in accordance with the chapter’s annual budget for the following fiscal year and will be approved by the chapter as part of the budget process. Additional assessments may be approved by a vote of the majority of the members in good standing who are present for the vote.
 
Section B.
The chapter will charge members separately for national fees on behalf of National Kappa Delta. All annual national collegiate dues and their payment deadlines shall be set by the National Council. All national fee amounts and deadlines for the fiscal year are communicated to the chapter council annually. 
Section C.
Chapter dues will be invoiced per semester. The date dues are invoiced is: on the 15th of the first month of the semester and they are due: the last day of the first full month of the semester. 
Section D.
All new members are required to pay a facility fee. The amount per new member will be included in the annual chapter budget for the upcoming fiscal year, approved by the chapter as part of the budget process and communicated to new members upon joining.  Permission for the facility fee amount to be changed must be approved in writing by the director of chapter housing.


Facility fee/house note funds are deposited in a separate account at Chase Bank controlled by the House Corporation Board President or treasurer. NOTE: If your chapter does not have a house corporation, insert “Do NOT HAVE A HOUSE CORPORATION” in place of a financial institution. Chapter services coordinator (CSC) will delete the previous statement if your chapter does not have a house corporation. If there is no house corporation, Facility fee/house note funds are required to be deposited with the Chapter House Fund at National Headquarters.

Facility fee/house note funds are deposited with the Chapter House Fund at National Headquarters.  NOTE: Chapter services coordinator (CSC) will delete the previous sentence if your chapter has a house corporation with financial control over the house note funds.
Section E.
At their discretion, the chapter may levy additional fines to members though a vote of the majority of the members in good standing who are present for the vote.
Section F.
Each Kappa Delta chapter is required to participate in the Kappa Delta Magazine Agency sales program. Each new and initiated member of responsible for selling the amount noted in the annual chapter budget worth of magazine subscriptions. Members who fail to meet the minimum sales goal will be billed by the chapter treasury for the unsold portion of their goal.  
Section G.
Every initiated and new member shall pay a minimum contribution to the Kappa Delta Foundation. This contribution, its amount and due date to national Kappa Delta is published annually by National Headquarters..
Section H. 
The university Panhellenic may choose to charge local Panhellenic dues to the chapter. The amount and due date will be included in the annual chapter budget. 
Article V. - Officers

Section A.
Nomination and election procedures are those stated in the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook.

Section B.
Chapter elections shall be held the first Monday in November.
Section C.
The elected officers of the chapter council and their duties shall be those so stated in the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook. Council meetings shall be held each week, at a time and location agreed upon by the council members. Minutes shall be kept by the secretary.
Section D.
Each elected officer shall have a copy of the current chapter bylaws and current chapter budget in her procedure notebook.  

Section E.
The appointed officers and their duties shall be those listed in the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook. Additional appointed officers unique to your chapter should be:

Their duties shall be clearly defined and included in their procedure notebook. 
Article VI. - Meeting

Section A.
Chapter meeting shall be held in the Kappa Delta House on Monday of each week at 7:00PM. At least one meeting per calendar month and the first meeting of each term shall be a formal ritual chapter meeting; however, if there is only one chapter meeting scheduled during a calendar month, a formal ritual meeting is not required. All educational, PACE and Chapter Select meetings shall utilize the Informal Meeting Order and may take place at an alternative time and/or place from the regularly scheduled chapter meeting. The educational topics and PACE meetings requirements shall be communicated to the chapter annually.
Section B.
The quorum to conduct business shall be set at 75% of initiated members and new members in good standing who are present. Only the initiated members may vote in membership selection sessions and in chapter officer elections.

Article VII. - Discipline

Chapter members are bound to uphold university rulings, sorority rulings special to University of North Texas, Kappa Delta Sorority, Inc. rulings and self-governing rules.

Article VIII. - Penalties

Section A.
Good standing of members and a chapter is that determined by the guidelines outlined in the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook.

Article IX. - Standards Board

Section A.
The membership and duties of the standards board, how they are elected and the term of office shall be that as outlined in the current Chapter Officers’ Handbook.

Article X. - Convention Delegate and/or National

Collegiate Training Academy Delegates
The National Convention delegate and/or National Collegiate Training Academy attendees shall be established by the national organization and as outlined in the Chapter Officers’ Handbook.

Article XI. – Publications
The Vice President-Public Relations, with assistance from the Alumnae Relations Chair, shall be in charge of the monthly newsletter to all alumnae. It shall be sent to: all initiates of Gamma Beta Chapter, the National Council, the Editor of The Angelos, the Chapter Operations Director, the Chapter Specialist, the Collegiate Membership Director, the Chapter Services Manager, the Director of Communications, the Alumnae Director, Local Alumnae, and the chapter CAB     
Article XII. - Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the Sorority in all cases to which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the bylaws or the special rules of order of the Sorority.

Article XIII. - Amendments

Section A.
Proposed bylaw amendments shall be presented to the membership one (1) week prior to taking a vote.

Section B.
These bylaws may be amended by a three-fourths vote of the chapter members in good standing who are present. Amendments must be approved by the chapter services coordinator (CSC) designated by the national organization before they become effective.

Section C.
Following the Second Degree ceremony for new members, each new member shall be required to read the chapter bylaws and to sign a signature sheet signifying that she is aware of the contents of the current chapter bylaws.  (This sheet is then placed in the chapter bylaws folder).
Section D.
The bylaws of Gamma Beta chapter are approved as read and corrected by the chapter services coordinator (CSC) designated by the national organization on (Chapter services coordinator will enter date here.). These bylaws shall be reviewed every two years (or as directed by the national organization) by a committee appointed by the chapter president, and any changes or amendments shall be approved by the chapter services coordinator (CSC) designated by the national organization before they become effective.

Article XIV. – Standing Rules

The Standing Rules of Gamma Beta chapter are to be listed separately from the Chapter Bylaws. Any changes to the Standing Rules must be voted on and approved by a 75%  affirmative vote of the members in good standing who are present.  Standing Rules do not require the approval of the chapter services coordinator (CSC) before they become effective; however, the Standing Rules should be included in a separate document from the Chapter Bylaws and submitted to the chapter services coordinator (CSC) via email during the biennial bylaws approval process.

STANDING RULES
FOR GAMMA BETA CHAPTER OF KAPPA DELTA SORORITY

 Revised, December 26, 2016 
1. Each chapter member must earn a predetermined amount of points each semester in order to attend social functions (formal and date party). The amount of points is determined each semester by the Vice President of Operations who will inform the chapter at the beginning of each semester. 

2. Throughout the semester, there will be “bonus events”. Attending a bonus event will result in an addition of points to an individual’s point status, as determined by Council. Bonus events include every chapter event that is neither mandatory nor attendance required. 
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All members must reach a certain point level to attend an internal social event. This requirement is separate from attending mandatory events or, in the alternative, paying the required fine in order to attend internal social events. Any member on bad standing or lacking the required number of points will not be able to attend internal social events. The number of points required to attend such events will be determined by Council prior to the beginning of each semester with the ability to add events throughout the year. 
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Attendance is still very important within our sorority. For this reason, if a member has three unexcused absences from attendance-based events, the member will be placed on bad standing and receive a summons to a Standards Board hearing. 
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At the beginning of each semester all members’ points will revert back to 0 regardless of whether or not there was a deficit or surplus in points from the previous semester. 

Article 2: GPA Requirement 
1. The requirement for academic good standing for initiated members of Gamma Beta is 2.35 per term. Members who want to run for council must have a cumulative GPA of 2.50 at the time of elections. 

2. All chapter members will be required to submit grade checks to the Vice President of Operations at the assigned deadline during the semester. 

3. If a member fails to meet the GPA requirement for two consecutive semesters, the member will then lose her eligibility to be placed back onto good standing for the rest of the semester, regardless of the grade check. *In the case that the member is not passing at grade checks, then the member is not eligible for the following semester. 

Article 3: Guidelines for Facebook and Other Electronic Social Websites 
1. No pictures insinuating that you are drunk, regardless of age. (Blood-shot eyes, disheveled appearance, falling on the floor, etc.) Funny and silly pictures are fine, but please, nothing that shows you have had too much to drink. 

2. No act of binge alcohol consumption in your pictures. (i.e. taking shots, chugging, double fisting, shotgunning, etc.) 

3. No pictures displaying excessive alcohol use (i.e. pictures of empty liquor bottles). 

4. Absolutely NO sexual pictures, even insinuations. 

5. No album titles, photo descriptions, comments, etc. that are vulgar, insinuate drunkenness, discriminatory, or make sexual innuendos, even if the picture(s) are perfectly normal. 

6. Do not post or tag pictures of your sisters that break any of these rules. 

7. Watch the comments you are making on others’ walls and photos, especially your sisters’. Please be careful of your status as well. 

8. Do not simply make your profile or your pictures private. You must remove anything that is inappropriate. 

9. If you have any question as to whether a picture is appropriate or not, it’s most likely not appropriate. However, please do not hesitate to ask the VP Standards. (Just think to yourself, if someone who did not know me saw this on my profile, what would they think of me and of Kappa Delta?)

Failure to follow these rules can lead to a standard’s hearing. 

Article 4: Attendance Policy 
1. A valid excuse meets one or more of the following criteria: 

1. Sickness 

2. Emergency (ex: family emergencies, personal crisis) 

3. Wedding, funeral, family graduation 

4. Regularly scheduled class 

5. Scheduled Test that will take place during chapter meeting 

6. Scheduled recital, performance, conference or ceremony 

2. Here are some examples of INVALID excuses: 

1. Not feeling well/tired 

2. Studying 

3. Participation in an Outside Organization – members may be excused from meeting early but that requires approval by VP 

Standards 

4. Work 

3. All valid excuses are accepted at the discretion of the VP Standards. The following circumstances will be considered when deciding whether or not to accept a valid excuse: 

1. How often you have submitted excuses 

2. How far in advance you have submitted your excuse (must be before set deadline!) 

3. How important the KD event is that you are requesting to be excused from 

4. Unless ​​your excuse is ​sickness or an emergency​​, then the deadline for excuses is ​24 hours before the event or meeting​​. The 

Vice President of Standards needs it as soon as possible so that she can have the list in order well before the event or meeting. 

5. Deadlines for excuses for other mandatory events are by midnight the day before the event. 

6. *All excuses should be submitted by email to ​UNTKDStandards@gmail.com​. Only this email address should be used. 

7. All excuses need to be signed in “AOT.” The sacred motto of Kappa Delta, which holds a sister responsible for her actions. 

8. Fully active members who miss a chapter meeting, whether excused or not, must print and sign the minutes and turn in to the President or Secretary within one week of the missed chapter meeting. 

9. Consequences:​​ Three unexcused absences = automatic standards board meeting​​. 

10. Attendance at chapter meetings is very important to the efficiency of running our chapter, because meetings are our most effective 

means of communication. This is why we must take these meetings and the excuse policy seriously. 

11. All active members, including Freshmen, Sophomore, and Junior members will be granted one “hall pass” excuse per semester. Senior members will be granted two “hall pass” excuses per semester. The hall pass will clear a member from being placed on Attendance Bad Standing if an event is missed EXCLUDING: Recruitment or Spirit Week; Philanthropy events including, but not limited to, Shamrock, KDQ, and Girl Scout events; or PR events including, but not limited to, YMMS and Love Doesn’t Hurt. A hall pass does not prevent a member from being placed on Attendance Bad Standing if it is a meeting where a NLT member is present or the member is required to attend a mandatory Panhellenic event takes the place of meeting. For the unexcused absence to count as a hall pass excuse, a member must notify the Vice President of Standards within one full week after missing the 
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meeting. An unexcused absence that is not claimed as a hall pass within the seven days following the event cannot be cleared by a hall pass, only events going forward can be granted a hall pass excuse. Hall pass excuses cannot be carried over each semester. 

Article 5: House Rules 
1.​ ​​Kappa Delta’s Standards
a. Kappa Delta members must be law-abiding citizens and uphold all federal, 

state and local laws.
b. The chapter shall abide by all house rules as established by the National
Council of Kappa Delta, the University of North Texas, the Chapter and the House Corporation.
c. There shall be no possession or use of any intoxicating liquors, alcoholic
beverages, or illegal psychotropic and/or psychedelic products in the Chapter House or on any Kappa Delta property at any time. 

Violations will be subject to disciplinary procedures. ​Members are responsible for their guests’ actions​.
d. The possession and/or use of firearms, weapons, or explosive devices of
any kind, by any new or initiated member, within the confines and premises of a Kappa Delta chapter facility and/or property owned 

or rented in the name of Kappa Delta is expressly forbidden. 

2.​ ​​House hours, male visitation, and house guests
a. The house is to remain locked at all times. Check to see that the door 

locks behind you.


b. Do not loan out your FOB. FOBs to the Chapter House are given to chapter members, both Live-Ins and Live-Outs, under the 

condition that these keys are not to be given out at any time to non-Kappa Deltas so that security and insurance coverage is not jeopardized. In the event that security within the Chapter House is questioned and/or threatened, the House Director and the House Corporation Board must be notified immediately and the FOBs will be deactivated and/or the locks will be changed. 

Such conditions for FOB and House Key privilege relieve Gamma Beta members’ personal property. The member responsible for the compromised security will be held liable for any cost incurred to change the locks and any costs associated with replacing lost property caused by the breach. 

c. Male visitors are allowed in the house from 7am until 12am during the week and until 1am on Friday and Saturday.
d. No male visitors are allowed in any bedroom or any part of the second 

floor. The House Director must approve any exceptions. If you receive approval, say “Man on the floor” to alert residents while escorting your guest. 

e. Members shall behave with decorum while entertaining male visitors.
g. Live-Outs shall be entitled to use the Chapter House to stay overnight,
provided that the member first receives permission for such stay from the House Director in advance of such stay. 24 hours advance 

notice is preferred and a note must be left on the House Director’s door if the decision is made with less than 24 hours notice. Permission shall be granted on a first-come, first-served basis. The House Corporation must approve stays for more than one night in advance, in writing. 

h. No guests may share a bed with another member.
i. Occupancy will be in such a manner as not to disturb other occupants of the building. The hall lights should be turned 

off during Quiet Hours. No member or guest shall make any disturbing noises, engage in loud or boisterous conduct, or do anything that will interfere with the rights, comfort or convenience of other members. Respect your sisters. 

Quiet hours are:
Sunday through Thursday—10:00 PM to 9:00 AM Friday through Sunday—12:00 midnight to 11:00 AM Dead Week/Finals Week— ALL DAY! 

3. Safety
a. Walkways, hallways, stairways and fire exits must be clear and uncluttered at all times.
b. Do not stand on tables, chairs or any other pieces of furniture. A stepladder is to be used when needed. c. No one is to climb on any roof. Per city ordinance.
d​. ​No smoking in or near the house. This includes the parking lot in front of and adjacent to the house. e. No cooking in bedrooms. No electrical appliances, such as microwaves, 
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hot plates, toasters, coffee makers, frying pans, heaters, mixers, blenders, halogen lamps, sunlamps or any appliance that constitutes a fire danger. Residents are allowed to bring lamps, clock, iron, radio, television, computer, printer and stereo. 

f. No extension cords are allowed upstairs. The House Director shall check
cords on all allowed appliances, such as clocks, radios, televisions, VCR/DVD players, lamps, electric typewriters, or computers 

including power strips. Safety requires that electrical outlets not be overloaded. h.​ No candles are allowed at any time. 
j. In case of evacuation (fire or earthquake), meet at the prearranged rendezvous point. 

k. Identify any unknown person before opening the front or back door. Ask
for identification card from anyone claiming to be a service person. If you are comfortable admitting him or her, do not leave the 

person unattended anywhere in the house. 

i. Snacks and non-alcoholic beverages purchased individually by a member
may be consumed in the bedrooms. No food shall be stored in open containers for pest control purposes. The cost of pest control in 
the bedrooms due to food or beverages shall be the responsibility of the members in the bedroom. j. All food items should be thrown away in the large trash cans in the kitchen.
l. No glasses, dishes or silverware provided by the House Corporation are
allowed upstairs or in any bedroom at anytime. 
5. Kitchen
a. When using the microwave, be sure to use only microwave safe utensils and wipe any over-cook from the inside. b. Clean out your leftovers in the refrigerators and/or freezers on a regular basis.
c. No kitchen supplies are to be USED, LENT, or REMOVED from the house
by collegians, alumnae, visitors, etc. 

6. Living Room 

a. The living room is to remain clean and orderly AT ALL TIMES. d. Do not put your feet on any of the furniture in the living room. 

7. Upstairs TV Room 

b. Do not put your feet on the couches or on the tables.
c. Leave the room in order and if you are the last to leave, turn off the lights 

and the TV and take your belongings with you. 

8. Study Room 

a. The study room is for quiet use by all Kappa Delta members. Books,
notebooks, and other personal items are not to be left in the study room when not in use. 

10. Personal Property 

a. The sorority insurance does not cover the personal property of individual occupants. 

b. Member and any guarantors agree that the sorority shall not be held liable, directly or indirectly, for any loss by theft, or otherwise, or personal property of any woman or her guests, or for any damage or destruction of any such property by fire, water or any other causes. 

c. At the close of the school year, the house shall be left neat and free of all
personal belongings. No storage is allowed at the end of the school year unless prior written permission is obtained from the House 

Corporation Board, and is subject to any conditions imposed, which may include storage charges. Storage shall always be at the owners’ risk. All personal belongings left in the house during the summer will be disposed of. 

11. Bedrooms 

a. The House Corporation will furnish a bed frame, mattress, shortened chest of draws, desk and side table. b. Woodwork, walls, or ceilings may not be painted. Furniture may not be
painted. 

c. All potted plants must have a dish to contain any overflow of water. Hanging plants are not permitted. d. Extra hangers or hooks for clothing or for towel bars shall NOT be attached
to walls or doors without the prior written permission of the House Corporation. 
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e. The furniture and decorating materials shall not be permanently rearranged. No furniture shall be moved out of any room without the prior written approval of the House Corporation Board. 

f. Damage to a room or its furniture beyond ordinary wear and tear will be
charged to the resident(s) occupying the room. Damage to rooms or property used in common areas with other members will be 

charged to all such members equally. If one or more members acknowledge responsibility for damage, the damage will be charged to such members. 

12. General 

a. All common areas are to be kept free of obstructions, decorations, debris,
garbage, and personal property at all times. The common areas include the study room, TV room, hallways, stairs, and the entire first 

floor of the Chapter House. Respect the common areas and clean up after yourself.
b. No furnishings or decorating materials supplied by the House Corporation may be removed or changed at any time 

without the permission of the House Corporation Board or the House Director. No painting or nailing may be done 

without the written permission of the House Corporation Board.
c. Members are to notify the House Director immediately if accidental damage or stains occur in order that repairs are 

made promptly. This includes rooms, bathrooms and common areas.
d. Any safety or sanitary problems should be immediately reported to the House Director.
e. Notify the House Director immediately if bugs or insects are spotted.
f. The Chapter House is wired for high-speed internet including wireless connectivity. The internet connection and 

customer service are provided by Apogee Telecom. Contact Apogee directly with problems or questions: 478-8861 or 

1-877-276-4339.
g. Members are required to have updated anti-virus software installed on their computer.
h. Members may not place signs, photographs or displays that are visible to any common areas or from the exteriors of 

the building. No advertising, including but not limited to commercial or political advertising or soliciting, is permitted at any time in or about the Chapter House. No signs of any kind are to be taped to the front or back doors or foyer walls. 

i. The Chapter shall not accept gifts for the Chapter House, except in the form of money, without the written approval of the House Corporation Board. 

j. The keeping of pets is prohibited. No animals of any variety will be allowed in the house.
k. Bicycles will not be kept in the house at any time.
l. Laundry facilities are available for residents of the Chapter House and for cleaning of linens that are the property of the 

House Corporation. No dyes, tints or liquid bleach are to be used in the machines. All clothing should be removed from the machines promptly. Operating instructions are posted in the laundry room and malfunction of any machine should be reported immediately to the House Director. 

m. Live-Outs are not allowed to use the laundry facilities. 

13. House Director 

a. She is the official hostess of the house.
b. She is responsible to the House Corporation for the management of the household.
d. She is responsible for informing the House Corporation and the House Manager of any problems that are not being 

adequately handled or infractions of the house rules.
e. The Chapter is to keep the House Director informed of all planned activities or events to be held at the Chapter House. g. She will assist the Chapter in every possible way to promote a harmonious living experience. 

14. House Closings 

a. All residents must vacate the house by closing time and not re-enter until the house officially re-opens. b. The house will close the Wednesday preceding Thanksgiving Break at 5pm.
c. The house will reopen the Sunday following Thanksgiving at 12:00 noon.
d. The house will close the Saturday preceding Winter Break at 12:00 noon. 

e. The house will reopen the Sunday following Winter Break at 12:00 noon.
f. The house will close the Saturday preceding Spring Break at 12:00 noon.
g. The house will reopen the Sunday before Spring Break at 12:00 noon.
h. The house will close the Saturday after Spring Semester Finals at 12:00 noon. (Except for graduating seniors who may 

make arrangements with the House Director and House Corp.) 

15. Housing Contracts/Live-Ins and Live-Outs 
5 

1. Each member interested in living in the house must turn in a complete housing contract and “housing points” sheet by the given deadline. Incomplete contracts will not be considered. Turning in a complete housing contract does not guarantee a spot in the house. There are 25 available spots in the house. 

2. Housing priority first goes to Council Members who will be serving the Fall Semester of the housing term. 

3. The remaining spots shall be filled next by members of the Sophomore and Junior Pledge Classes wanting to 

live in the house. If there are more members who wish to live in the house than spaces, members will be evaluated by the “Housing Points” sheet they filled out. Members with the most Housing Points will be given priority. If members have questions regarding how Housing Points are given, they should contact the House Manager who has the guide. 

4. If the Junior and Sophomore Pledge Classes do not fill the House, then priority moves to members of the Freshman Pledge Class. Members of the Freshman Pledge class will be given points based on their attendance at New Member Meetings, Chapter Meetings, and New Member Retreat. Additional points will be given for the score on the New Member Exam. Members of the Freshman Pledge Class with the most points based on these criteria will have priority to live in the house. 

5. Living in the House for one semester- If there are members who wish to live in the house for one semester, priority will be given following the same guidelines as above; however, there must be a member to replace her the semester she is not living in the house. If there are not an equal amount of members wishing to live in the house each semester to fulfill the year, then priority will be given to those members with the most housing points. 

6. If there is a tie in Housing Points or New Member Points, priority will be given to the member who turned in all of her materials earliest. 

7. Roommates will be assigned by request when at all possible. Room assignments will be determined by housing points. 

8. All members who wish to live out of the house must turn in a “Live Out Request” in addition to a “Housing Points Sheet” and Housing Contract. In the case that the house is not full, these will be used to determine who is required to live in the house or pay the “Empty Bed Fee.” 

9. In the event of empty bed(s) in the house, the sophomore pledge class will be expected to fill the house first, following with the junior, then senior pledge classes. 

16. BreakingContract​​-ThefollowingisprotocolforbreakingtheHousingContract
a. If a member chooses to break her contract and move out of the house, she must follow these steps: 

i. Submit in writing a request to the House Corporation to break her contract and notify the House Manager. 

ii. Find an eligible replacement (any active Kappa Delta currently attending the University of North Texas) 

iii. If she is unable to find a replacement, and a transfer student has requested to live in the house, the transfer student can take her spot assuming the house is currently full. 

1. If there are multiple members wishing to live out of the house, the transfer student will fill the spot of the member who first submitted a written request to House Corporation to break her contract. 

iv. The member is still obligated to her contract as long as she lives in the house and until the replacement turns in her contract and housing deposit of $500. 

Article 6: Guidelines when wearing “KD” letters 
1. Smoking will not be allowed when wearing letters at any time. 

2. A KD Member may not consume alcohol in a KD Shirt or with a KD koozie. 

3. Drink responsibly in your letters. If there is any confusion as to what “responsibly” is, please refer to the Vice President of Standards. 

Article 7: Appointed Officer Guidelines 
1. If an appointed officer is excused from the appointed officer meeting, she will be in charge of meeting individually with their Council counterpart. If this meeting does not occur, there will also be a two-strike policy. If two meetings are missed the appointed officer will be removed from office. 

2. Appointed Officer meetings will be held once and month and set at the discretion of the Vice President of Operations 

5. 

When there is a major dispute between council officers and their appointed officers, the Vice President of Operations will serve as a mediator in a one-on-one meeting, set at the VPO’s convenience. 

Excuses will be due to the Vice President Operations by 12am the night before the appointed officer meeting. Late excuses will not be accepted. All excuses must be submitted by e-mail unless dire circumstances and/or emergencies prevent it. Legitimate excuses for having an excused absence from appointed officer meetings include: 

1. Class 

2. Tests 

3. Working to pay for the sorority 

4. Legitimate illness 

Appointed Officers will be required to update their council counterpart Sunday evenings by 5 pm. 

Article 8: Philanthropy Guidelines 
1. If a member is excused from International Girls Day, she must attend an additional Girl Scout event in order to fulfill the requirement of attending two events per year. 

2. Members are required to fulfill 10 individual philanthropy hours outside of the required events as stated above. 

3. Members are required to submit Shamrock Donation letters as stated by the Vice President of Community Service. Failure to submit these letters by the specified due date will result in a $20 fine which will go towards Shamrock efforts. 

Article 9: Alumni Guidelines 
1. Alumni members should be the first served at meals in the chapter house. 

Article 10: Contract Guidelines 
1. All contracts signed in the name of Gamma Beta chapter of Kappa Delta Sorority need to be approved by the chapter Treasurer, chapter President, and the CAB Chair. 

2. All contracts must be reviewed by the CAB Chair before they can be signed by the chapter. 

3. All contracts will include alcohol licensing, invoice, and an insurance policy greater than $1,000,000. 

4. A W-9 form must be obtained for all vendors especially when the amount on the contract is greater than $650. 

Article 11: T-Shirt Guidelines 
1. The T-shirt Chair will create all T-shirts paid for by semester dues. 

2. Create one shirt a semester that is intended solely to promote Kappa Delta. 

3. Members on any kind of bad standing will not be allowed to purchase Gamma Beta merchandise outside of the required 

shirts for the year. (Shamrock, Big/Lil, 2 Bid Day, Chapter brag, homecoming, Preview day, Greek Week, KD Quesadilla, 

International Women’s Friendship Month) 

4. Each member will pay $75.00 per semester for the 5 mandatory t-shirts. This amount will be included in the member’s dues. 

Article 12: Academic Excellence Guidelines 
1. Academic Excellence Committee 

1. Academic Excellence Committee members must have a cumulative 3.0 GPA to serve on the committee. 

2. Academic Excellence Committee members will be appointed by Council. 

i. The committee will be comprised of three members, not including the Academic Excellence Chair herself. c. Each new member class will submit a “mid-semester” grade check to the Academic Excellence Committee. 

i. Each freshman must sit down with a member of the Academic Excellence Committee upon submitting their grades to discuss reasons for inconsistencies. 

4. The Academic Excellence Committee will be responsible for updating and maintaining the chapter test files. 

5. The Academic Excellence Committee will also serve as a “Review Board” and hold grade hearings for every chapter 

member who does not make the grade requirement for the previous semester. 

i. At this time, if any chapter member is holding a chapter or council office, they will be removed from this 

office.
2. Academic Excellence Chair 

1. As a member of the Academic Excellence Committee, the Academic Excellence Chair must also have a cumulative 3.0 GPA. 

2. The Academic Excellence Chair will oversee the Academic Excellence Committee in the above mentioned areas. 

Article 13: Guidelines for Internal Social Events 
1. During social events, all members are responsible for their actions and the actions of their date. Should a member and/or her date cause damage to a third party's property at a Kappa Delta-sponsored event, the member shall indemnify Kappa Delta for any money expended to compensate the third party for the damage caused. 

2. Members on any bad standing cannot be dates or guests to a member on good standing to any social function, including date party or formal. 

3. Alumnae of Gamma Beta are not allowed to be invited to or present at internal social functions, even as dates. 

Article 14: Alternative MSS 
1. During formal recruitment period, Gamma Beta will follow the Alternative Membership Selection Process. 

2. A pull system will be implemented to allow chapter members to pull potential new members from the release list of PNMs to 

the invite list for the next round. 

3. The invite list will be published after each round of formal recruitment and chapter members on good standing will be able to 

pull PNMs. 

4. There will be a maximum of 10 girls pulled for each round of formal recruitment and each chapter member has possibility to 

pull one PNM during the formal recruitment process. 

5. A discussion committee consisting of VP Membership, VP Standards, a pull committee nominated and voted on the by the 

chapter, and a member of CAB will review the pulls each round of recruitment and determine if a woman is to be added to the invite list, which will take the place of a PNM that was originally on the invite list, replacing the pulled PNM on the release list. 

Article 15: House Corporation 
1. There shall be a Common Area Maintenance Fee of $350.00 per semester paid to the Gamma Beta House Corporation by each initiated and new member not living in the house. 

Article 16:”Big Sister” Requirements 
In order for an active member to be eligible as a Big Sister to a New Member the following criteria must be met: 

1. Must be a member of Gamma Beta Chapter for at least two consecutive semesters. 

2. Must be on all forms of good standing at the time little sisters are selected. 

Article 17: Chapter Fines 
The following is a list of fines determined by the Gamma Beta chapter: Formal Chapter: $40 

Informal Chapter: $25
Shamrock Event: $75 per day
Ritual Events(i.e.1s​t​degree,2n​d​degree, and Initiation):$85
Recruitment & Spirit Week: $200 per day (Late: $50 for the first hour, $25 every hour after, maxing at $200 for the day) Inappropriate dress at Formal Chapter or Ritual Events (unless excused): $10
Tardy to Chapter meetings: $10
Community Service: $10 per incomplete hour
Recruitment Workshop: $10 per hour
Girl Scout Events: $40 per event (max of $80 a semester)
Failure to turn in a Housing Contract: $100 

Greek Awards: $30
If there are empty bed(s) in the chapter house, the total cost of the bed(s) will be divided and billed to members not living in the house, with the exception of members on EFMS. 

ARTICLE III – Membership 
 

Section 1: Membership Statement
 
A.    Membership in this organization is limited to any student service fee paying student who is currently enrolled at the University of North Texas.

B.    Membership is open to all students without regard to race, color, national or ethnic origin, religion, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, age, political affiliation, disability, marital status, ancestry, genetic information, citizenship, or veteran status. 
C.  Kappa Delta is an all women organization allowed to discriminate by sex, through being a 501.7 organization. 

ARTICLE IV – Officers
Section 1: Eligibility
 
A.    To be eligible to serve as an officer of this organization, an active student member shall possess (at the time of election and during their term of office) at least the minimum requirements regarding enrollment, GPA, and disciplinary standing as stated in UNT Policy 07.019 (Student Organization Policy).
B.    An active student member who fails to meet any one of the requirements is automatically ineligible to serve as an officer until all criteria are met. 

Article VI - Advisor
 

Section 1: Eligibility and Selection
A.    The advisor shall be selected by the officers.
B.    To  be eligible to serve as the advisor, the person must be a full-time UNT faculty or staff member. 
C.     The advisor has no term limit as long as they remain eligible.
ARTICLE VIII  – Statement of Non-Hazing
 

As defined in state law (Texas Education Code 37.151-157) and University policy, this organization will not engage in hazing, participate in hazing, or commit any act that causes or is likely to cause bodily danger, physical harm, or personal degradation or disgrace resulting in physical or mental harm to any fellow student or person attending the institution.
